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1 Before you install and config the sensor

Note: The first time you start the App, you will get a question
like, “Gobius Pro would like to use Bluetooth”. 
Please answer “Ok or Allow”, Never “No or Don’t Allow”.

2 In the Gobius Pro box you get all: 
· 1 Quick guide
· 1 sensor with 2 m cable 
· 1 tank surface 3M Cleaner
· 1 extra 3M sensor tape
· 1 panel (the Gobius fish) with
red and green LED lights

3 Good to know
There are some important things you must consider before
mounting the sensor on the tank wall. You should check the tank wall 
thickness. If it is thicker than the specification, Gobius Pro will not work.

· Stainless Steel & Steel, max 3 mm
· Polyethelene, max 12 mm
· Aluminium, max 5 mm
· Fibre Glass, max 8 mm

3a
Do not put the sensor closer than 35 mm from an edge, or another
sensor and always on vertical sides.


3b
During installation, the tank wall temperature must be above + 20 C/68 F. 
If it is below the sensor tape will not attach satisfying and there is a chance 
that the sensor will fall off.
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A heat gun or a hair dryer can be useful when you need to heat up the 
tank wall. After installation, the sensor will work between -10 C and + 60 C.
Never heat up the sensor tape.

3d
If you are going to install more than one sensor on one tank, you can start
with whichever one you want. In the app you tell what level (%) you have
placed the sensor. Repeat the installation again for the next coming sensor.
You can have a maximum of 9 sensors on one tank and the App can manage
several sensors on different tanks.

3e
When you have an irregular tank, you can use this tank calculator to calculate where to place your sensors to get the correct level. For example, if you have 3 sensors, you can choose levels 20%, 50% and 75%. You can also print out your tank calculation.

4 Installing the sensor on the tank
Start with cleaning the place for the sensor. Please use the 3M Cleaner. 
Check that the tank wall is not concave, where you want to place the
sensor. The temperature must be above +20 C/68 F. Peal the protective
paper on the tape and press firmly (hard) on the sensor for some seconds
and wait a few minutes before proceeding with next step.

4a
Each sensor has two digital outputs, (On & Off signals). You can
connect the sensor as an alarm device to control systems, lamps/
buzzers or relays. Included in the package you have a “Gobius fish” 
panel with two LEDs, red and green lights. See also point 10 and 19.

4b
Now it is time for connecting the sensor to the power, + is red cable
and - is black. The sensor supports 12-24 volts.
Note: If you connect the other way, nothing will be damaged.
Note: Your smart phone must have Bluetooth activated to get in contact
with the sensor. Please have a look in your phones Configuration.
